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River Resource Center is Certified Platinum!

“Congratulations, your project has
been awarded 57 points and a Platinum
LEED rating!”

On June 8th, we received the news
that we had been anxiously awaiting
ever since we submitted our application
last summer to the U.S. Green Building
Council (USGBC). LEED stands for
Leadership in Energy and
Environmental Design, and Platinum
designation is the highest level of stan-
dards set by the U. S. Green Building
Council. The LEED Platinum certifica-
tion represents the culmination of many
years of planning, designing and con-
structing the River Resource Center,
which now serves as the Musconetcong
Watershed Association’s headquarters
and environmental education center. In
1999 the empty 2150 sq. ft. warehouse
that was to become the River Resource
Center was donated to the MWA by the
Riddle family. The Association’s board
of trustees made the difficult decision to
build the headquarters to LEED stan-
dards as a demonstration of the
Association’s conservationist ethic and
to serve as a model of environmentally
friendly building methods.

We are very grateful to the outstand-
ing project team which was led by archi-
tect Mike Cronomiz of Re:Vision
Architecture, and included construction
manager CIiff Tanzler (Critical Path
Project Management), site engineer Jim
Chmielak (Engineering & Land Planning
Associates), MEP engineer Bill Amann
(M&E Engineering) and commissioning
agent Ed Iczkowski (EFI
Commissioning Services). The MWA
board of trustees would also like to
express great appreciation to the building
committee members who attended

countless design and construction meet-
ings over the course of many years, and
provided the constructive ideas, feed-
back and guidance needed to keep the
project moving forward and within bud-
get. Building committee members were
Bill Leavens, Beth Styler Barry, Mike
Sedita, Peter Banta, Henry Meltzer and
Kim Hood (Chair).

Some of the “green” highlights
of the building include compost-
ing toilets, a geothermal heating
and cooling system, photovoltaic
solar panels, and high perfor-
mance windows and insulation.
Because virtually no water is
used in the composting toilets,
the building uses 67% less water
than buildings of comparable size
and use. Since heating and cooling

requirements are minimized, along
with highly efficient halogen and LED
lighting systems and a large percentage
of natural day lighting, the building
achieves a 48% Energy Use Reduction
over buildings of comparable size and
use. In addition, recycled, locally
sourced and renewable materials were
used as much as possible throughout
the building, and a showcase native
drought-resistant garden has been
installed around the building exterior.
These and many other features all
contributed to the final LEED
Platinum certification.
